Aboriginal and/or Torres Strait Islander candidates are 
strongly encouraged to apply. 

Based at CircuitWest, this role provides targeted support to four regional partner venues (Arts Maragret 
River, Bunbury Regional Entertainment Centre (BREC), Harvey Recreation and Cultural Centre and 
Matt Dann Theatre & Cinema), offering advice on audience development opportunities, stakeholder 
engagement, and community engagement activities.  

The position also works closely with a complementary Audience Development Coordinator role focused 
on evaluation of the Audience Development Strategy (2026-2028) and sector development, supporting 
a coordinated and holistic approach to audience growth and sector impact.

• Provide guidance to support regional partner venues in the development and delivery of their 
annual audience development plans and advise on appropriate communication channels.  

• Share insights, challenges, and learnings to inform evaluation, reporting, and resource 
development. 

• Contribute to the annual progress reports aligned with the Audience Development Strategy 

outcomes.   

• Work closely with the complementary Audience Development Coordinator role. 

• Contribute to the design and delivery of WA Showcase and the TechWest Conference as 
required.  

• Undertake occasional travel within regional WA and nationally. 

• Undertake work associated with being a small but busy, not-for profit arts organisation, 
delivering numerous high impact events, services and projects.
