Synopsis

Koort (Heart) was the second album from award winning duo Gina Williams & Guy
Ghouse in their four-part Kalyakoorl (Forever) song cycle.

Koort works off the premise that “it takes a village to raise a child.” Only this

time it’s personal; following Gina’s own journey. As a product of the Stolen
Generations, Gina was raised by five families (through adoption and foster care).
Thanks to the village, she grew up to break the cycle of intergenerational trauma and
become a champion in our community.

Koort was first performed live, and the album recorded, in February 2021 at
Government House in Perth, presented by the Perth Festival. This tour presents the
songs in a new light with a band comprising Russell Holmes (piano and keyboards), Dr
Nick Abbey (bass), Dr Daniel Susnjar (drums) and Daniel Drieberg (guitar) — and possibly
special guests along the way!

This will be an evening of beautiful music, stories that will bring laughter and tears, all
wound together in the ancient and gorgeous Noongar language of the south west of
Australia.
